Propane gas is colorless and odorless.
We've added a harmless chemical called
mercaptan to make it easy to identify. This
chemical has a strong distinctive odor that
will alert you to a leak.

Rub the flame below to get an idea of
what propane gas smells like.

Rub & Sniff

(rub with finger, don't scratch)

Other ways to identify a gas leak:
Sight: Leaking propane gas may appear
as a white cloud, mist or fog.

Sound: Leaking propane gas may
make a hissing or whistling sound.

If you suspect a leak:

» Do not operate electrical switches or
appliances.

* Leave your home or move to a safe
environment.

e Call 911 immediately

* Let us know if there is construction
going on in your area.
