Other ways to identify a gas leak:

Sight: Leaking natural gas may appear as
a white cloud, mist or fog.

Sound: Leaking natural gas may make a
hissing or whistling sound.

» Do not operate electrical switches or
appliances.

* Leave the building or areas and move
to a safe environment.
